The unit must be installed by a suitably qualified person in
accordance with the latest IEE Wiring Regulations. Isolate
mains supply before commencing installation. Please read all
instructions before proceeding.

Ensure that the fixed wiring connections to the mains supply
are via a fuse rated at not more than 3 Amps and Class ‘A’
switch having a contact separation of a minimum of 3mm
in all poles. The recommended cable sizes are 1.0mm sqr or
1.5mm sqr. No earth connection is required as the product is
double insulated but ensure continuity of earth throughout
the system.

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Fitting the Programmable Room Thermostat

The ideal position to locate the Programmable Room
Thermostat is about 1.5m above floor level, in a location
where the thermostat is accessible, reasonably lit and free
from extremes of temperature and draughts. Do not position
the thermostat near sources of heat, such as radiators, lights,
TV, direct sunlight or on an outside wall.
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Installing the Programmable Room Thermostat

1. Use a flat headed screwdriver to press the fastener at
the top of the unit, then gently loosen from the unit,
unhooking from top to bottom.

2. Fix the 35mm back box, terminals at the top, onto a
2 flange metal back box with 2 BM3.5x23 screws. If
installing on a 4 flange metal back box, simply push down
the flanges on the top and bottom to leave the flanges on
the left and right hand side.

If there are 4 flanges,
push down the top and
bottom flanges to leave
just 1 on either side.

Use a 35mm back box
with 2 screw flanges.

3. Route the wires through the back of the wall plate. Fit the
wires to the wall-plate in accordance with the relevant
diagram and in accordance with LE.E. regulations.

4. Fit the unit onto back-plate securing from bottom to top.

e Single SL to Boiler Cable
e Low voltage 3 core cable from power supply to room
thermostat
Preparing the power supply for installation:
e Find a suitable location near the boiler

e Loosen the screw at the bottom on the cover

Installing the cabling
¢ Hinge open and remove the front cover to reveal the
terminals on the back plate

e Secure the back plate to a non-combustible flat surface
or wall box

e Install the 230V power supply, switched live and 3 core
low voltage cable. (N.B. Do not remove the link wire)

Combination Boiler: Do not remove link wire or use
terminals 1-5.

Other applications: Please see instructions for other
installations using a zone valve.

e Use the cable clamps to secure all surface wiring

o Replace the cover by first locating the two lugs at the
top and swing down. Re tighten the screw to hold the cover
securely to the backplate.
